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Many people have asked questions about the dates and training for safe sanctuary.  
 

1.  We have scheduled two opportunities for training 29 August and 12 September right after 

the 11:00 service.  You need to attend only one of the training sessions.  
 

2.  We have finalized a safe sanctuary policy that will be given out at the training.  
 

3.  All attendees will be required to sign a covenant statement that you have received the train-

ing and understand the policy.  
 

4.  Those who are required to attend are ALL St. Matthias paid employees and long -term volun-

teers who work with the children or youth.  
 

5.  Long-term volunteers are:  Sunday School teachers, UMYF adults, FredCamp leaders, Chil-

dren'sõ Church leaders, Kidõs Club leaders, Boy/Girl Scout leaders for the pack/troop we sponsor. 
 

6.  Parents of children or youth who attend St. Matthias are encouraged to attend but it is not 

mandatory.  
 

7.  Short -term volunteers (VBS workers, drivers for child/youth events) are encouraged to at-

tend but it is not mandatory.  Although, all short -term volunteers will get a copy of the policy 

and be required to sign the covenant prior to their participation.  
 

8.  The training should last about 1 -1½ hours and will be led by Mike Trant, a long -time member 

of our church and former educator in Stafford County.  
 

9.  Snacks and drinks will be provided during the training.  

The Administrative Council decided to take the month of July off and not 

have a formal council meeting.  Instead we held a picnic at the Jonesõ 

home to welcome and get to know Walt and Betty in a more informal set-

ting.  There was a great turn out of members, spouses, and 

kids.  We had a great time of food (we are Methodists) and fellowship.  

We shared a bit about ourselves and the committees we currently 

chair.  We all look forward to continuing to get to know Walt and Betty 

and them us as we continue our service to the Lord.
